We’re here to talk about a system called “mPach” being developed at U-M for publishing born-digital open-access journals (“m” for Michigan and “pach” is a play on words for “package” and “pachyderm”). It’s being jointly developed by DLPS, which handles digitization and building of infrastructures for digital content, and by MPublishing, the primary academic publishing enterprise of the University of Michigan Library, which publishes and distributes material in various media under imprints including the University of Michigan Press, Open Humanities Press, and the Michigan Historical Reprints Series.

In order to explain why and how we’re going about this, let me give some context for how we’ve been handled online journals at U-M.


Making of America Journals

Making of America (MOA) is a digital library of primary sources in
American social history primarily from the antebellum period through
reconstruction. The collection is particularly strong in the subject areas of
education, psychology, American history, sociology, religion, and science
and technology. The book collection currently contains approximately
8,500 books with 19th century imprints. For more details about the
project, see About MoA.

Explain what DLXS is and why U-M was outgrowing it: no trusted repository behind it (just a file system!), search and delivery were tightly coupled, no relationships among digital objects. Furthermore, when the Google partnership got going and we were going to be receiving digitized content from Google, we knew that we couldn’t just keep using DLXS.

Lessons learned from DLXS were incorporated into the infrastructure behind MBooks, which was the next-generation system for things digitized from paper.  The infrastructure for MBooks was rebranded as and formed the basis for the HathiTrust, which grew to include content from other institutions besides U-M. Collections like American Jewess are being incorporated into HathiTrust, which also includes journal volumes scanned by Google.

The Portable Document Format (PDF) has become the standard and preferred
form for the digital edition of scholarly journal articles. Originally created as a
solution to the need to “view and print anywhere,” this technology has steadily
evolved since the 1ggos. However, its current use among scholarly publishers has
been largely restricted to making research articles print-ready, and this greatly
limits the potential capacity of the PDF research article to form a greater part of 2
digital knowledge ecology. While this article considers historical issues of design
and format in scholarly publishing, it also takes a very practical approach,
providing demonstrations and examples to assist publishers and scholars in
finding greater scholarly value in the way the PDF is used for journal articles.

Abstract

In creating PubMed Central (PMC) [, the National Center for Biotechnology Information (NCBI) at the National Library of Medicine

(NLM) needed a common format, with a single Document Type Definition (DTD), for all content in PMC. The first version of the NLM
DTD was made available to the public in early 2003, and it quickly became the de facto standard for tagging journal articles in XML
even outside the NLM. As usage grew, users and potential users started asking about formalizing the article models as a standard
with the National Information Standards Organization (NISO).

Work on the NISO standard began in late zoo0g, and the Journal Article Tag Suite was released as a Draft Standard for Trial Use as
NISO Z39.96 in March zo1.

A Short History of the NLM DTD Project

PubMed Central and the pmc-1.dtd

PMCis the NLM's digital library of full-text life sciences journal literature. Currently it holds over 2 million articles from more
than 250 publishers. Although PMCis also used to store articles based on research funded with NIH grants as part of the NIH
Public Access project [2], the original intent of the project was to take full-text article submissions from publishers and make
them available through the database. The only technical requirement at the time was that the publisher had to supply the
articles in some SGML or XML format and include all images so that the articles could be displayed at PMC.

In early PMC (see Figure 1), the SGML or XML content was loaded into a database and then it was rendered into HTML from the

Since MPublishing’s journals are still being published, instead of scanned page images we instead have digital text created from born-digital sources like Word or InDesign documents. (Explain convesion workflow.)

Believe it or not, this is also DLXS.  We’ve spent a lot of time rewriting large portions of the code to handle our publications, but some part of the architecture are so deeply ingrained that we just have to work around them.

mPach is a package of tools being developed to provide a modular platform to enable the publication of born-digital open-access journals in the HathiTrust repository. Specifically, it contains a set of modifications to the existing HathiTrust code base, plus entirely new components, that facilitate ingest, display, and discoverability of journal literature in the HathiTrust repository. All of these components will be tightly coupled with the HathiTrust repository. mPach will provide all of the tools needed to publish an open-access journal online, and it is designed to allow integration with popular journal publishing tools such as Open Journal Systems (OJS).
